After careful consideration of the submissions made by the learned counsel
appearing for the Appellant and perusal of the reasons assigned in the application, we
find that the delay has been explained satisfactorily as sufficient cause has been
shown and reasoning assigned is bona fide in nature. We accept the reasoning

assigned in the application and delay in filing the appeal is condoned. IA is allowed.
