ORDER

In view of the fact that the applicant/appellant has filed an
application for clarification before the Central Electricity Regulatory
Commission (“Central Commission”), the counsel for the applicant
states that he has instructions to withdraw the appeal, but the applicant
may be granted liberty to approach this Tribunal if the Central

Commission’s order is against the applicant.

Since the applicant’'s application for clarification is pending before

the Central Commission, we permit the applicant to withdraw this



appeal. However, we make it clear that we have not considered the
case on merits, and in case the applicant is aggrieved by the order to be
passed by the Central Commission on its application, the applicant can
file an appeal before this Tribunal against the original order as well as
against the order passed on the clarification application, which shall be

considered on its own merits.

The appeal is allowed to be withdrawn and is disposed of as such.
